Day 1 Wednesday 6" October Fly London to Lima

Arriving into Lima, your Tour Controller will meet you at the airport, and transfer you to the Hotel Faraona,
Miraflores. Your guide will give an arrival briefing before giving a small evening tour of the area around the park and to
recommend a good restaurant.

Day 2 Thursday 7™ October City Tour

Today you can relax from your flight and enjoy the capital city of
Peru as you take a three hour tour of the main places of interest
which includes the train station visit. You can take a slow start to the
day before your guide collects you for your private tour of the city.
You will take lunch in a fine restaurant before returning to the hotel
where the rest of your day is free to explore the very safe district of
Miraflores.

Day 3 Friday 8" October Train to Huancayo

Valley in Huancayo departs Lima from the Desamparados station at
07.00am. You will be collected from your hotel and transferred to
the station to board the two first class passenger carriages specially
attached to the normal freight train (breakfast served on board). As
you relax you will take in breathtaking scenery passing through 69
tunnels, crossing 58 bridges, 6 switch backs and passing through the
Galera Tunnel, the second highest railway point of the world at 4,782
m.a.s.l. This 12 hour journey will make stops at two main points of
interest, the first one in San Bartolome to estimate the draft of the
locomotive and the second on the Galera station. Arriving into
Huancayo you will be met by our guide and transferred to the Hotel
Presidente where you will enjoy a group dinner. This journey is like
no other as it turns into a party spirit leaving everlasting memories of
a wonderful country. B/L/D

Day 4 Saturday 9th October bus to Lima

Today you can take breakfast in your hotel before you are transferred to the bus terminal to board the Imperial service
coach which offers very comfortable seats and good views. You depart for Lima at 08.30 with a lunch included on
board; you arrive approximately at 15.00 into Lima. You will again be met by your guide who will transfer you in
private to your hotel the Hotel Faraona. The evening is free but we do have a speC|aI surprise for those who wish to
explore the city in the evening.

Day 5 Sunday 10th October flight to Arequipa

After breakfast you will be met by your guide and transfer to the airport
for your flight to Arequipa known as the white city due to the volcanic
rock used in the construction of its buildings. On arrival into Arequipa
you will be transferred to the very comfortable“ La Casa De
Ho t e IHere you can relax and enjoy this fine city and the beautiful
gardens this hotel offers.

Day 6 Monday 11™ October city tour

Today you will enjoy a private city tour to include the beautiful
Monasterio de Santa Catainaand t he nearby museum which is home to
She was found on the summit of Ampato, a volcano in the region, and is thought to be an Inca sacrifice, chosen at
birth and raised with the sole purpose of her sacrifice to the Gods in mind (this would have been a great honour),
before being marched all the way from Cuzco to her final resting place near Arequipa.

Before the discovery of the nearby
Cotahuasi Canyon (3,535 metres deep) to the north, the Colca Canyon was considered to be the deepest known
canyon in the world and at 3,269 metres it is more than twice as deep as the Grand Canyon in America! Joining our
private vehicle and guide for the tour, we take the fascinating drive through the National Reserve of Alpacas and
Vicufias into the high plateaux region before descending into the beautiful Colca Canyon. Your night will be spentin a
very comfortable and cosy country inn, the Mamayacchi Inn, with spectacular views of the surrounding volcanoes
covered in snow. After lunch you will be invited to enjoy the thermal waters of the hot springs (remember to pack a
bathing suit) before you return to your Inn for an evening of cuisine and conversation relaxing by the open log fire. (B,

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Day 8 Wednesday 13" October Vista Del Condors + journey to Puno

This morning you will take an early breakfast before starting the spectacular
journey to the Vista Del Condors, the best viewing place to see the giant condors
as they ride the rising thermals. You will then return to have lunch before taking
the scenic journey onwards to Puno on the shores of The Great Lake Titicaca.
On arrival you will check into your stunning hotel the Casa Andina Classic Puno
Plaza. Here you receive a welcome briefing before having the evening to rest
from your f@®B I daybés tour.

Day 9 Thursday 14" October Floating Islands i Tombs
of Sillustani

After breakfast you will be met by your guide and escorted
throughout your day tour of the Great Lake Titicaca and
the ruins of Sillustani. First you will transfer to the Harbour
of Puno, on Lake Titicaca, where you will board a shared
boat. Our port of call will be the incredible floating island
of Uros; here you will see the way these people live on
these most unusual islands with the opportunity to buy
local made crafts. Returning to the harbour you rejoin our
vehicle to take the journey to the fascinating ruins of
Sillustani were you will have our superb picnic lunch. After
you have toured the ruins we return to Puno and your hotel
leaving you free to eprore during the evening and enjoy a local restaurant. (B, L)

Day 10 Friday 15" October Yavari Iron Ship
Morning at leisure. An afternoon tour of the Yavari iron ship has been arranged. This fine vessel has been
painstakingly restored and is an amazing achievement. (B)

Day 11 Saturday 16" October By train to Cusco

This morning you will be met and transferred to the train
station to take the remarkable train journey to Cuzco across
the high Altiplano. T h e comfortabl e -sglOrfi ent
carriage of the Andean Explorer offers restaurant service
(lunch included) and a carriage attendant providing beverages
and light snacks during your journey. To the rear of the train is
a glass observation carriage that offers spectacular views out
over the remote Andean wilderness. Set amongst stunning
hillsides and boasting a lively and varied nightlife, Cuzco is a
destination itself. Its proximity to the Sacred Valley and Machu
Picchu help in making it one of the most visited and best-loved
cities in all of Peru. On arrival into Cuzco Station you will be
met off the train and transferred to your ideally located hotel,
the Casa Andina Classic Cuzco Catedral. Here your local
guide will give you a short briefing on your stay in the Cuzco region; the remainder of your evening is then free to
relax and explore the vibrant atmosphere of the city by night. (B, L)

Day 12 Sunday 17" October Tour of the sacred Valley and Pisac Market.

Today you start your relaxed tour of the Sacred Valley taken wholly in private in the comfort of your private transport.
On the way you will visit Sacsayhuaman, one of the best existing examples of Inca stonework with spectacular views
of Cuzco below and far-away snowy peaks. From here we will travel to a variety of sites on the way into the valley
including Qenko, Puca Pucara and Tambo Machay, before arriving at the small, picturesque village of Pisac. This is
the gateway to the Sacred Valley and home of the famous Sunday Pisac craft market; here you have an opportunity
to view the many artisansé wares on display including
there will be ample opportunity to stop to take photographs along the way and to enjoy a leisurely lunch in a local
eatery as recommended by your guide. We will then continue on to Ollantaytambo which saw the Incas last stand
against the Spanish Conquistadores. At the end of the tour, we will transfer to a lovely country-style hotel the Casa de
Campo, located in the heart of the Sacred Valley itself. Your evening is then free to relax and enjoy the facilities. (B)




Day 13 Monday 18th October vista Dome train to Aguas Calientes

This morning you will transfer to the station of Ollantaytambo to board the
Vista Dome train. From here you will take your beautiful journey, the
transparent viewing roof of the carriage allows spectacular and
uninterrupted views of the surrounding mountains and changing
microclimates as the ride takes you into the higher reaches of the Amazon. [

Day 14 Monday 19" October Full day Machu Picchu i Cuzco

This is an ideal opportunity to take the first transport up to Machu
Picchu where you will have the opportunity of seeing the spectacular
sight of the ruined city appearing like magic through the early morning
cloud. This way you will be up at the ruins well in advance of the
crowds arriving on the first train from Cuzco, with just a few other early
risers and the weary trekkers entering the site off the famous Inca Trail
for company. In order for you to maximise your enjoyment from your
visit your guide will reveal some of the mysteries that surround this
fascinating place during your guided tour before you are free to explore
the site unaccompanied for the rest of the afternoon. After your visit
we return for mid-afternoon to the small village of Aguas Calientes
where we will take the return train to Cuzco (approx 16:35). This train
journey takes approximately three and a half hours. Upon arrival into
the small village of Poroy we transfer to your Cuzco hotel once again
and have the evening free, perhaps to enjoy a nice relaxing meal. (B)

Day 15 Tuesday 20™ October Fly to Lima

You will have the morning to relax and prepare for your flight back to Lima before you are met and transferred to the

airport where you will leave the Andes for your spectacular flight over the mountains to Lima. On arrival you will be

me t by your guide and driver as you boar doumaysouth @anythec o mf
Pan-American Highway to the coastal town of Paracas. Here you will check into the stunning Hacienda Bahia
Paracas set on the beach with excellent services and rooms. This is approximately a four hour transfer with stops on

route for refreshment and to make local purchases such as fruits sold by vendors. After checking in the remainder of

your day is free at leisure to enjoy the swimming pool and many things to interest the visitor. (B)

Day 16 Wednesday 21 October Marine wildlife excursion

Today is an early breakfast as you need to transfer to the Paracas harbour by approximately
08:00 am to take your shared boat out to the amazing wildlife reserve of the Ballestas
Islands. These densely colonized islands are home to a wide variety of marine life and bird
life which can include pelicans, cormorants, gannets, boobies, Humboldt penguins, sea lions
and the occasional dolphin! Returning to the harbour you will rejoin our vehicle to take an
additional tour to the National reserve of Paracas which includes a visit to the small museum
that houses some of the remarkable finds of mummies from the desert. Returning to your
hotel you will check out and take lunch before you rejoin your vehicle and travel to Nazca.
On arrival later in the afternoon you will check into the recently refurbished and up-graded
Casa Andina Classic hotel. The remainder of your day is free to relax around the hotel or
explore the area further, just ask your guides for suggestions. B

Days 17 Thursday 22" October Fly over the Nazca Lines
You will have the choice to take breakfast or wait until
after your flight over the lines. You will be collected and
transfer to the small airport were you will board your
plane - this flight takes approximately forty minutes and
will surely raise more questions than answers about
these incredible and inexplicable images etched into the
desert sands, which can only really be appreciated from
the air. On your return you will have the chance to take a
late breakfast before we check out and rejoin our vehicle
for the drive back to Lima. This is an eight hour road
journey but is broken up with stops for you to take
refreshments and photos, lunch is provided on route.
Arriving late afternoon into Lima you will check into your =
